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An Insight into the founder of Kinetic

To start the year off we have managed to grab an exclusive interview with the main man behind
Kinetic. Errol Russell has kindly taken time out of his busy promotion to answer a few questions
about himself and Kinetic.

1, Could you tell us about yourself and when your love for the scene started?

I'm 45 years old and originally from Telford in Shropshire. My love for the scene started in 198 9,
when | discovered the Hacienda & Konspiracy in Manchester. | remember the first time that | went
to the Hacienda | couldn't believe what I'd walked into. Here was a night full of party people
dancing to several styles of music played in one arena. This was the time of the warehouse rave.

| soon became a regular at the Hacienda making the pilgrimage every weekend. It was the
Hacienda on a Friday and Konspiracy on Saturdays. The DJs that captured my imagination at that
time were Sasha, Graeme Park, Mike Rikering and Nipper. Sasha was also the resident @ Shelleys
in Stoke on Trent, so that soon became another one of my haunts. | soon realised that | had
stumbled on something absolutely amazing and | can look back and say that this is when my love
for the scene started.

2, For those that don't know could you tell us about the roots and history of Kinetic?

| was always out partying on the scene and met many people. | got to know a lot of DJs and
promoters and it wasn't long before the promoters started giving me flyers to hand out after the
events 10 dttended. Once, | was asked to promote 10 events that were all happening around the
same time on my own. | had to ask my friends to help out because there was no way that | could
do them all by myself. Then one day the penny dropped and | decided to create a promotions
company to hand out flyers. The company was called Kinetic Promotions (UK).
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The promoters soon recognised the importance of Kinetic Promotions and it wasn 8dng before
Kinetic was given the opportunity to sell tickets for the major events of the day. Kinetic sold tickets
for Energy, Perception, Amnesia, Fantazia, Obsession, Mythology, Time and manyothers. At the
height of the service Kinetic could deploy more than 300 agents in one night between Br ighton &
Glasgow to advertise an event and frequently sold in excess of 2000 tickets each and every week.

| continued to attend the parties networking and spoke to many DJs, promoters and ravers. Before
long, the DJs realised that Kinetic was strategically placed to further their bookings. | was soon
acting as an intermediary between the DJs and the promoters and before long Kinetic was being
contacted by the promoters about their DJ requirements at the planning stage of their events.

| was truly privilege d to be in this situation and could see the advantage and the prestige of
running a DJ Agency. | approached as many DJs as | could and asked them if | could become their
agent. Before long, | held the diaries for DJs, Rat Pack, Top Buzz, Rap, Hype, SS, Phatasy, Full
Ef fect s, ElI'lis Dee, Swanobdee, Gemini, Ment al

In 1991, Kinetic started doing its own events. The first event was at The Roller Express in
Edmonton, North London, followed by many events in Swansea. The big break came in 1992,
when | was approached to do a night at The Leisurebowl in Longton, Stoke on Trent. | called my
night Club Kinetic and it became a huge success.

3, With 2 events under your belt in 2008 how do you think the return of Kinetic has gone?

To be honest, when | was asked to bring Kinetic back, | really didn't think I'd do it because a long
time has passed since Club Kinetic But looking back, it has been an amazing journey and overall, |
see it as being a huge success. Kinetic still has a lot more to do and we still need the support of
the ravers to make sure we become bigger and better. | n really surprised with the response and |
do feel that Kinetic has played a major part inspiring a lot of the Old Skool events that you see
popping up here and there at the moment.

4, The first date for the UK tour has been announced in Rhyl, North W ales. How many events do
you plan for 2009?

We've had over 30 enquiries from promoters and venue owners about the tour. Ideally, I'd love to
do them all but we 6 | II'm stikmmt.sure how many events Kinetic will do. I'm still in the
discussion and plaming stage, so more information will be revealed as soon as it's available. But, |
do want to do a couple of large events as well as the tour.

5, Where do you see Kinetic going and what music policies do you plan for future events?

Kinetic's music policy will have to evolve with the times ... Club Kinetic was always a cutting edge
event and Kinetic will continue to move in that direction in the new year. Future events will include
UK Hardcore Rave Breaks Old Skool Hardcore Old Skool Jungle, Hard Style, Techno and D&B. I'd
like to see Kinetic Promotions become a large promotions and advertising company, staging large
events in the UK and all over the world. I'd also like to see Kinetic create new brands and move
into other musical genres too.
